ECO CLUB:  Grace Chang 
 
Battery Recycling 
 
From our latest collection (Nov. 2009 to Jan. 2010) 456 
batteries were collected from Dover's battery jars. A total 
of 4203 batteries have been collected since the start of 
the program in February 2009. 
 
All staff and students of Dover are encouraged to bring 
used batteries from home to school and to put them in 
any of the battery jars placed in individual classrooms. 
The Eco Club aims to divert harmful chemicals from the 
landfill. Used batteries contain harmful substances that 
should be carefully handled and recycled. All batteries 
collected will be sent to the Nanaimo Recycling 
Exchange. 
 
TerraCycle 
 
The Dover Bay Eco Club has started participating in 
three fascinating new recycling programs, TerraCycle’s 
Drink Pouch Brigade, Cookie and Cracker Wrapper 
Brigade and "Back to Nature" Brigade. 
 
We are collecting:the packaging from any nut, dried fruit 
or trail mix product similar to the “Back to Nature” line 
the plasticized foil wrappers from cookie and cracker 
snack packs (Mr. Christie's Snak Paks, KD Crackers 
Snack Packs, OREO Cakesters & OREO Sippers) and 
drink pouches (Del Monte 100%, Kool-Aid and similar)  
 
Much of these kinds of packaging are normally difficult to 
recycle and often end up as garbage in landfill. 
TerraCycle takes them, cleans them up and turns them 
into new and useful consumer products like totes, 
backpacks and lunch bags. This means the usually 
discarded packages are not going into landfills and, 
better still, the new “upcycled” products use much less 
energy to make than items made from raw materials. 

    



TerraCycle will donate 2 cents to the Dover Bay Eco 
Club for every piece of packaging in these categories we 
collect. 
 
Students can put their empty wrappers in the collection 
boxes we have set up next to the blue garbage cans 
around the school.  Send us the ones you use at home, 
too. The more we collect the better. 
 
When our collection boxes fill up, TerraCycle gives us 
pre-paid UPS labels to send them back to their 
warehouse. So there is no cost to us.
